Band Arrival and Set-Up:

· Sanitise hands.

· Only bring what you need. Fill water bottles before you come.

· Percussionists only to carry/touch percussion instruments.

· Follow instructions by ALL teachers.

· Only use equipment that belongs to YOUR school.

Playing:

· Do not share woodwind or brass instruments.

· Percussionists: Bring your own sticks and mallets. Clean bass drum, snare drum, bells and auxiliary after use.

· Use spit cloths.

· If you feel unwell, please tell your teacher and stay home.  

Packing Up:

· Follow instructions by ALL teachers.

· Clean instruments. Sanitise hands.

The co-coordinating teacher is Belinda Robertson. Belinda will be carrying a mobile phone to be used if needed for contact with the group, or for calling assistance in an emergency. The staff will also carry a First Aid Kit.

Unacceptable behaviour will be treated as it is normally treated at school, (Thinking table at a designated place or exclusion from an activity). Staff accompanying students on excursions will take all reasonable care while the students are in their charge to protect them from injury and to control and supervise their behaviour and activities.
